Third Batch of Supplementary Demands for
Grants, 2010-2011.

Subject :

The third and final batch of Supplementary Demands for
Grants for 2010-2011 includes 82 Grants and 3 Appropriations.
Approval of the Parliament is sought to authorise gross additional
expenditure of ¥79,590.49 crore. Of this, the proposals involving
net cash outgo aggregate to ¥ 68,918.61 crore and technical
supplementary proposals involving gross additional expenditure,
matched by savings of the Ministries/Departments or by enhanced
receipts/recoveries aggregates to ¥ 10,670.90 crore. Besides,
token provision of ¥ 98 lakh is being sought, one lakh for each
item of expenditure, for enabling reappropriation of savings in
cases involving New Service or New Instrument of Service.

2. Proposal involving net cash outgo of ¥ 68,918.61 crore
will not result in any significant variation in total estimated
expenditure in Revised Estimates (Plan and Non-Plan) 2010-2011,
as major portion of this has already been included in
Revised Estimates for 2010-2011 and for the remaining there would
