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INTRODUCTORY NOTES

The Demands for Excess Grants contained in this Volume
represent the actual expenditure incurred during 2014-15 under
certain Demands which are in excess of the amounts granted by
the Parliament for that year.

2. The excess expenditure during 2014-15 occurred in 6 Grants
and 5 Appropriation amounting to a total of ¥ 162079519246
under Revenue/Capital Section.

3. Thereasons for excess expenditure in respective Demands/
Appropriation have been explained in the Excess Demand
Statements contained in this booklet.

4. The above excess have been scrutinised by the Public
Accounts Committee, who, vide para 15 of Part—II of Sixty eighth
Report (Sixteenth Lok Sabha), have recommended their
regularisation under Article 115(1) (b) of the Constitution of
India.
