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INTRODUCTORY NOTES

The Demands for Excess Grants contained in this Volume
represent the actual expenditure incurred during 2016-17 under
certain Demands which are in excess of the amounts granted by
the Parliament for that year.

2. Theexcess expenditure during 2016-17 occurred in 3 Grants
and 4 Appropriations amounting to a total of ¥ 190247,83,76,243.

3. Thereasons for excess expenditure in respective Demands/
Appropriation have been explained in the Excess Demand
Statements contained in this booklet.

4. The above excess expenditure have been scrutinised by the
Public Accounts Committee, who, vide paragraphs 2 and 9 of
Part-II of Fourth Report (Seventeeth Lok Sabha), have
recommended their regularisation under Article 115(1) (b) of
the Constitution of India.

There is no control on this
count as the receipts/investments and withdrawals/disinvestment
of funds in/from this head have a direct bearing on the avaibility
of funds with the State Governments for which they are
empowered to park them by investing in ITBs and on need basis
they are free to withdraw the funds through rediscounting route
i.e. before the schedule repayments of ITBs.
