Pension and other
retirement benefits are a committed liability of the
Government and cannot be withheld. Payments to
pensioners are not made directly by CPAO but by several
Accounting Circles who book directly to this Composite
Grant and by authorized banks that are issued standing
Pension Payment Orders (PPOs) in respect of each
pensioner by CPAO. Payment is also made by State
Treasuries and reimbursement sought thereafter from
CPAO. Estimate are framed on the basis of (i) information
supplied by Accounting Circles who make the payment;
(i1) Trend of Expenditure booked by Central Pension
Accounting Office (CPAO) on the basis of the Debit
scrolls received from CPPCs (Central Pension Processing
Centre).

Accounting of pension payments made by banks, takes
place ex-post facto through debit scrolls received from
the various CPPCs. Besides, the cash balance of the
Government of India had already been reduced by the
reimbursements of these payments to banks by the
Reserve Bank of India. The recording of the final
expenditure in this Grant releases the contra suspense
booking to accurately reflect the pensions paid in the
year.

Further, in respect of voluntary retirement cases and
contingencies and due to sudden demise of Govt.
servants, it is not possible to forecast the budget
estimates viz. a viz. expenditure accurately lending to
a possibility of variation between Budget provision and
the expenditure incurred, Since Pension and other
retirement benefits are committed liability of the Govt.
and of inevitable nature these payments cannot be

restricted.
