Against
the Final Appropriation of ¥157291,93,00,000 the actual
expenditure was ¥157785,30,93,293 resulting in an excess
expenditure of ¥493,37,93,293 which requires regularisation.
The excess expenditure was incurred as at the time of allocation
of budget for Urea Subsidy scheme (Indigenous and Imported),
the amount of Recoveriesi.e. 34,930 crore was added to 315,000
crore to make it Gross Budget figure. However, the figure of
%15,000 crore was already Gross of Recoveries. Hence, despite
the surrender of ¥4,436.65 crore in the overall Revenue Section,
there was an excess expenditure of ¥493,37,93,293 occurred in
the Revenue Section.
